2002-2016 Accidental delphinid mortalities

Delphinid mortalities in floating object and non-associated sets are rare events

15 sets resulted in mortalities over 15 years = average 1 set per year

45 mortalities in 15 years = average 3 mortalities per year

In AIDCP reports.
