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ENMIENDA SOBRE EL TRANSBORDO DE ATUN DE BUQUES SIN
OBSERVADOR

Durante su 132 reunién, el Grupo de Trabajo Permanente sobre el Seguimiento del Atun discutio la cues-
tion de como clasificar atan transbordado en el mar de un buque pesguero sin observador a bordo a otro
bugque pesquero, con o sin observador a bordo. Se acordd que todo pescado transbordado en estas cir-
cunstancias deberia ser clasificado como no dolphin safe, y esta recomendacion fue aceptada por el PIR.
Se pidio a la Secretaria informar en la proxima reunion si esto implicaria enmiendas de documentos o
procedimientos del APICD.

La Secretaria ha analizado la cuestion y concluy6 que seria apropiado y ventajoso registrar este acuerdo
en una enmienda del Sistema de Seguimiento y Verificacion de Atdn, insertando un nuevo pérrafo des-
pués del actual parrafo 4.5., como sigue:

“6. Atun capturado por un buque sin observador a bordo, y transferido a otro buque, sera
designado como no dolphin safe en el RSA.”
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AMENDMENT ADDRESSING TRANSFERS OF TUNA FROM
UNOBSERVED VESSELS

During its 13" meeting, the Permanent Working Group on Tuna Tracking discussed the matter of how to
classify tunatransferred at sea from afishing vessel without an observer aboard to another fishing vessel,
with or without an observer aboard. It was agreed that any fish so transferred should be classified as non-
dolphin safe, and this recommendation was accepted by the IRP. The Secretariat was asked to report at
the next meeting on whether this would require an amendment of any AIDCP documents or procedures.

The Secretariat has reviewed this matter and has concluded that it would be appropriate and beneficia to
record this agreement in an amendment to the System for Tracking and Verifying Tuna, by inserting a
new paragraph after the existing paragraph 4.5. asfollows:

“6. Tuna caught by a vessel without an observer aboard, and transferred at sea to another vessel,
shall be designated as non-dolphin safe onthe TTF.”
